Database of Building, Equipment Owning,
Operating Costs Provided by ASHRAE

ATLANTA - Every day, engineers are asked to advise
building owners and managers on strategic decisions
involving the life cycle and functionally of buildings. In
the past, lack of valid data has left engineers without a
solid basis for making these decisions. A new free
online database from ASHRAE provides engineers
with equipment service life and annual maintenance
costs for a variety of building types and HVAC
systems. The database can be accessed at
www.ashrae.org/database. It contains more than 300
building types and more than 38,000 pieces of
equipment with service life data. The database allows
users to access up-to-date information to determine a
range of statistical values for equipment owning and
operating costs. With this, ASHRAE is providing the
necessary methods and information to assist in using
life-cycle analysis techniques to help select the most
appropriate HVAC system for a specific application.

"Life-cycle evaluations provide the most effective
method for determining the best value of HVAC system
alternatives," said Lynn Bellenger, chair of ASHRAE's
Technology Council. "In order to facilitate the use of
life-cycle analysis techniques by decision makers, the
necessary data must be available, current and
correctly applied. This database provides that needed
data."

As part of the project, users are encouraged to
contribute their own service life and maintenance cost
data, further expanding the utility of this tool. Over a
period of time, this input will provide sufficient service
life and maintenance cost data to allow the
comparative analysis of many different HVAC systems
types in a broad variety of applications. Data can be
entered by logging into the database and registering,
which is free.

Information from the database also is used to update
the ASHRAE Handbook. Chapter 36, Owning and
Operating Costs, of the 2007 ASHRAE Handbook,
HVAC Applications, contains median equipment
service life data from the first 163 commercial buildings
that were used to seed the database, with updates to
come as the database grows.

The database is the result of ASHRAE research project
1237, Interactive Web-based Owning and Operating
Cost Database, sponsored by ASHRAE's technical
committee 7.8, Owning and Operating Costs.

'08 ASHRAE: ASHRAE Seminar Focuses on Proposed

Sustainability Standard

ATLANTA — A sneak peek at a proposed standard for high-performance
buildings will be shared in a seminar at ASHRAE’s 2008 Winter Meeting.
Sustainability in Building Codes: ASHRAE/USGBC/IESNA Standard 189.1P
takes place from 8-9:30 a.m. Jan. 20.

“Some cities and municipalities have started to mandate that new
construction meet sustainability requirements,” Katherine Hammack, chair of
the seminar, said. “Standard 189.1 is being written to be incorporated as a
model code for high-performance, green buildings.”

Proposed Standard 189.1P will provide minimum requirements for the design
of high-performance new commercial buildings and major renovation projects,
addressing energy efficiency, a building’s impact on the atmosphere,
sustainable sites, water use efficiency, materials and resources, and indoor
environmental quality. It is being developed by ASHRAE, the llluminating
Engineering Society of North America (IESNA) and the U.S. Green Building
Council (USGBC). The proposed standard is expected to go out for a second
public review period shortly after the 2008 Winter Meeting.

“The first review earlier this year generated some 900 public comments
scattered across most of the document,” John Hogan, chair of the committee
writing the standard, said. “The largest number of comments addressed
whether the proposed language in various sections was normative (as
required for a standard). The energy chapter received the most comments
followed by the definitions chapter.”

“Through this seminar, attendees will be introduced to the standard, learn
about how it integrates and differs from the energy efficiency standards and
be informed about the carbon dioxide equivalency alternative compliance
method,” Hammack said. “The standard explains that this is a performance
compliance method used to compare the impact of various greenhouse gases
based on their global warming potential.”

The seminar is sponsored by ASHRAE's technical committee on building
environmental impacts and sustainability.

New York City’s Sustainability Plan, ASHRAE'’s Role, Highlighted in Tech Program

ATLANTA — New York City’s ambitious long-term sustainability plan and ASHRAE's role in helping reduce emissions
will be highlighted in a special technical plenary session at the Society’s 2008 Winter Meeting. New York City’s
Sustainability Plan: plaNYC will take place from 9:45-10:45 a.m. Jan. 20 at ASHRAE’s 2008 Winter Meeting, Jan. 19-
23, New York City.

In May 2007, New York Mayor Michael Bloomberg launched plaNYC 2030, setting a range of targets toward creating
one of the most sustainable cities in the world over the next 25 years. One of the goals is to reduce global warming
emissions by more than 30 percent relative to current emissions levels. New York City is already one of the most
energy efficient cities in the U.S., largely as a result of the extensive mass transit system and relatively low auto use.

Given that some 79 percent of the city’s carbon emissions come from buildings, the city is striving to reduce building
energy consumption, both in new construction, and more importantly in the 5.2 billion square feet of existing buildings
(nearly 1 million buildings) that are currently consuming energy.

The top planners responsible for this effort will present plaNYC, and discuss the role for ASHRAE in helping to achieve
the challenging goals. Scheduled speakers are Laurie Kerr, senior policy advisor, and Rohit T. Aggarwala, director,
both with the Office of Long-Term Planning and Sustainability, City of New York. “I look forward to working with
ASHRAE on the greening of our building code and reaching our goal of 30 percent carbon reduction by 2030”
Aggarwala said. “ASHRAE is the standard on energy performance and therefore, has the opportunity to raise the
energy performance bar for all buildings, allowing not only New York City but also the world to reduce greenhouse gas
emissions.”
